In addition, the CAHSEE for sophomores (taken in early February) results are enclosed.

Based on our self-study we will develop a plan to improve our school.  Staff, students, parents and community members are all part of the process.  VVHS community members will be asked to complete surveys, participate in committees and meet in Spring 2008 with the visiting team of professionals to review our self-study. In order to investigate our practices, assess student learning and write our reports, the faculty will be participating in several staff development days scheduled this spring and next fall.
